3.8.1 By submitfing an invoice, Vendor certifies that the services provided meet all requirements of the contract, and the
amount billed and expenses incurred are as allowed in the contract. Invoices for supplies purchased, services performed and
expenses incurred through June 30 of any year must be submitted to the State no later than July 31 of that year; otherwise
Vendor may have to seek payment through the Hllinois Court of Claims (30 ILCS 105/25). All invoices are subject to statutory
offset (30 ILCS 210).

382 GOMB will use its reasonable best efforts to secure payment for the services furnished and expenses incurred under this
Agreement within sixty (60) days after the date of closing of the Bond Offering. Payment will be made in the amount earmned to
date of invoice less previous partial payments. a) Final payment will be made upon determination by GOMB that all requirements
under this Agreement have been completed, which determination shall not be unreasonably withheld. Such final payment will be
made subject to adjustment after completion of an audit of the Contractor's records as provided for in this Agreement. GOMB
may waive audit at its option, b) All recordkeeping shall be in accordance with sound accounting standards.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Agreement or the Appendices hereto, GOMB's obligation to make
payment for the services furnished and expenses incurred by the Contractor under this Agreement is expressly contingent upon
the occurrence of the closing of the Offering and, absent such closing, GOMB shall have no obligation to make any such
payment pursuant to this Agresment or otherwise.

4.4 AVAILABILITY OF APPROPRIATION (30 ILCS 500/20-60): This contract is contingent upon and subject to the
availability of funds. The Stale, at its sole option, may terminate or suspend this contract, in whole or in part, without penalty or
further payment being required, if (1) the linois General Assembly o the federal funding source fails to make an appropriation
sufficient to pay such obligation, or if funds needed are insufficient for any reason, (2) the Govemor decreases the Department's
funding by reserving some or all of the Department's appropriation(s) pursuant to power delegated to the Governor by the Tlinois
General Assembly; or {3) the Department determines, in its sole discretion or as directed by the Office of the Governor, that a
reduction is necessary or advisable based upon aciual or projected budgetary considerations.

44  NO WAIVER OF RIGHTS: Except as specifically waived in writing, failure by a Party to exercise or enforce a right does
not waive that Party's right to exercise or enforce that or other rights In the future.

45 FORCE MAJEURE: Fallure by either Party to perform its duties and obfigations will be excused by unforeseeabie
circumstances beyond its reasonable control and not due 1o its negligence Including acts of nature, acts of terrerism, riots, labor
disputes, fire, flood, explosion, and governmental prohibition. The non-declaring Party may cancel the contract without penalty if
performance does not resume within 30 days of the declaration,

46 CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION: Each Party, including its agents and subcontractors, to this contract may have or gain
access to confidential data or information owned or maintained by the other Party in the course of carrying out its responsibilities
under this contract. Vendor shall presume all informaion recelved from the State or to which it gains access pursuant to this
contract is confidential. Vendor Information, unless clearly marked as confidential and exempt from disclosure under the llinois
Freedom of Information Act, shall be considered public. No confidential data collected, maintained, or used in the course of
performance of the contract shall be disseminated except as authorized by law and with the writien consent of the disclosing
Party, either during the period of the contract or thereafter. The receiving Parly must retum any and all data collected,
maintained, created or used in the course of the performance of the contract, In whatever form it is maintained, promptly at the
end of the contract, or earlier at the request of the disclosing Party, or notify the disclosing Party in writing of its destruction. The
foregoing obligations shall not apply to confidential data or information tawfully in the receiving Party’s possession prior to its
acquisition from the disclosing Party; received in good faith from a third-party not subject to any confidentiality obligation to the
disclosing Party; now is or later becomes publicly known through no breach of confidentiality obligation by the recelving Party; or
is independently developed by the receiving Party without the use or benefit of the disclosing Party's confidential information.

47 USE AND OWNERSHIP: Al work performed or supplies created by Vender under this contract, whether written
documents or data, goods or deliverablss of any kind, shall be deemed work-for-hire under copyright law and all inteliectual
property and cther laws, and the State of llincis is granted sole and exclusive ownership to all such work, unless otherwise
agreed in writing. Vendor hereby assigns to the State all right, title, and interest In and to such work inciuding any related
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intellectual property rights, andfor waives any and all claims that Vendor may have to such work including any so-called 'mon:al
rights” In connection with the work. Vendor acknowledges the State may use the work product for any purpose. Confidential
data or information contained in such work shall be subject to confidentiality provisions of this contract.

43 VENDOR OBLIGATIONS: Vendor shall be obligated to perform its obligations under this Contract in accordance with all
applicable standards and requirements of professional responsibility applicable to Vendor in its capacity as financial advisor,
Vendor shall be registered as a municipal advisor with the SEC and MSRB, and Vendor shall have liability to the State for all
actual damages and costs (including, without Nmitation, atiorneys’ fees and expenses of outside counsel) incurred by the State
as & result of Vendor's failure to satisfy these obligations, all to the extent permitted by the governing law. Neither Party shall be
liable for incidental, special, consequential or punifive damages.

49 INSURANCE: Vendor shall, at all imes during the term and any renewals, maintain Professional Liability insurance with
coverages of at least $75,000,000 per claim and $150,000,000 in aggregate. Such insurance shall be provided by Navigators
Spedialty Insurance (or an alternative insurance provider fhat provides Professional Liability Insurance to firms similar in size and
areas of practice to the Vendor).

440 INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: Vendor shall act as an independent contractor and not an agent or employee of, or
joint venturer with the State. All payments by the State shall be made on that basis.

411 SOLICITATION AND EMPLOYMENT: Vendor shall not employ any person employed by the State during the term of
this contract to perform any work under this confract. Vendor shall give notice immediately to the Agency's director if Vendor
sollclts or intends to solicit State employees to perform any work under this contract

412 COMPLIANCE WITH THE LAW: The Vendor, its employees, agents, and subcontractors shall comply with all applicable
federal, state, and local laws, rules, ordinances, regulations, orders, federal clreulars and all license and permit requirements in
the performance of this contract. Vendor shall be in compliance with applicable tax requirements and shall be current in payment
of such taxes. Vendor shall obtain at ils own expense, all licenses and permissions necessary for the performance of this
confract.

443 BACKGROUND CHECK: Whenever the State deems It reasonably necessary for security reasons, the State may
conduct, at its expense, criminal and driver history background checks of Vendor's and subcontractors officers, employees or
agents. Vendor or subcontractor shall reassign immediately any such individual who, in the opinien of the State, does not pass
the background checks.

414 APPLICABLE LAW: This contract shall be construed in accordance with and is subject to the laws and rules of the State
of Winois. The Department of Human Rights’ Equal Opportunity requirements (44 Ill. Adm. Code 750) are incorporated by
reference. Any claim against the State arising out of this contract must be filed exclusively with the lllinois Court of Claims {705
ILCS 505f1). The State shall not enter into binding arbitration to resolve any contract dispute. The State of llinols does not
walve soverelgn immunity by entering into this contract. The official text of cited statutes is incorporated by reference {An
unofficial version can be viewed at httgy/www.i!ga.gov/legis!aﬁonﬂicsfﬂcs.asg). in compliance with the Ilinois and federal
Constitutions, the lilinols Human Rights Act, the U. S. Civil Rights Act, and Section 504 of the federal Rehabilitation Act and other
applicable laws and rules the State does not unlawfully discriminate in employment, contracts, or any other activity.

445 ANTLTRUST ASSIGNMENT: If Vendor does not pursue any claim or cause of action it has arising under federal or state
antitrust laws relafing to the subject matter of the contract, then upon request of the llinois Attorney General, Vendor shall assign
to the State rights, title and interest in and to the claim or cause of action.

446 CONTRACTUAL AUTHORITY: The Agency that signs for the State of llinols shall be the only State entity responsible
for performance and payment under the contract When the Chief Procurement Officer or authorized designee signs in addition
to an Agency, they do so as approving officer and shall have no liabillty to Vendor. When the Chief Procurement officer or
authorized designee signs a master contract on behalf of State agencies, only the Agency that places an order with the Vendor
shall have any fiability to Vendor for that order.

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using the contact information following the signatures. Each such notice shall be deemed to have been provided at the time it is
actually received. By giving notice, gither Party may change the contact information.

448 MODIFICATIONS AND SURVIVAL: Amendments, modifications and waivers must be in writing and signed by
authorized representatives of the Parties. Any provision of this confract officially declared void, unenforceable, or against public
policy, shall be ignored and the remaining provisions shall be interpreted, as far as possible, to give effect to the Parties’ intent.
All provisions that by their nature would be expected to survive, shall survive termination. In the event of a confiict between the
State's and the Vendor's terms, conditions and attachmenis, the State's terms, conditions and attachments shall prevail.

419 PERFORMANCE RECORD / SUSPENSION: Upon request of the Stats, Vendor shall meet fo discuss performance or
provide contract performance updates to help ensure proper performance of the contract. The State may consider Vendor's
performance under this cantract and compliance with law and rule to determine whether to continue the contract, suspend
Vendor from doing future business with the State for a specified period of time, or to determine whether Vendor can be
considered responsible on specific future contract opportunities.

420 FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT: This contract and all related public records maintained by, provided to or required
to be provided to the State are subject to the Ninois Freedom of Information Act notwithstanding any provision to the contrary
that may be found in this contract.

The official tex! of cited slalutes is incorporaled by reference (An
unofficial version can be viewed al hifp:/www.ilga.gov/legislationfilcs/ilcs.asp). In compliance with the Ilinois and lederal
Constilutions, the lllincis Human Rights Act, the U. S. Civil Righls Act, and Section 504 of the federal Rehabilitation Act and other
applicable laws and rules the Slale does nol unlawfully discriminale in employment, conlracts, or any other activity.

4.15 ANTI-TRUST ASSIGNMENT: If Vendor does not pursue any claim or cause of aclion it has arising under federal or slate
antilrust laws relaling to the subject malter of the contract, then upon request of the lllinois Attorney General, Vendor shall assign
{o the State rights, title and interest in and lo the claim or cause of action.

4.16 CONTRACTUAL AUTHORITY: The Agency that signs for the State of lllinois shall be the only State enlity responsible
for performance and payment under the contracl. When the Chief Procurement Officer or authorized designee signs in addition
to an Agency, they do so as approving officer and shall have no liabilily to Vendor. When the Chief Procurement officer or
authorized designee signs a masler conlract on behall of Stale agencies, only the Agency that places an order with the Vendor
shall have any liability to Vendor for that order.

4,18 MODIFICATIONS AND SURVIVAL: Amendments, modilicalions and waivers mus! be in wriling and signed by
authorized representalives of the Parlies. Any provision of this conlracl officially declared void, unenforceable, or against public
policy, shall be ignored and the remaining provisions shall be interpreted, as far as possible, to give effect lo the Parties' intent.
All provisions that by their nature would be expecled to survive, shall survive terminalion. In the event of a conflict between the
Stale’s and the Veandor's lerms, condilions and attachments, the Slate's terms, conditions and attachments shall prevail,

4.19 PERFORMANCE RECORD / SUSPENSION: Upon request ol the Stale, Vendor shall meel lo discuss performance or
provide contract performance updales lo help ensure proper performance of the contract. The Stale may consider Vendor's
performance under this conlract and compliance with law and rule lo determine whether to continue the confract, suspend
Vendor from doing future business with the State for a specified period of time, or lo delermine whether Vendor can be
considered responsible on specific luture contract opportunilies.

4.20 FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT: This contract and all related public records maintained by, provided 1o or required
to be provided to the State are subject to the Ilinois Freedom of Information Act notwilhstanding any provision to the contrary
that may be found in this contract.

5. STANDARD CERTIFICATIONS

Vendor acknowledges and agrees that compliance with this section and each subsection for lhe term of the contract and any
renewals is a material requirement and condilion of this conlracl, By execuling this conlract Vendor cerlifies compliance with this
seclion and each subsection and is under a continuing obligation o remain in compliance and report any non-compliance.

This section, and each subsection, applies to subcontraclors used on this contract. Vendor shall include these Standard
Cerlilications in any subcontract used in the perlormance of he contract using the Slandard Subcontractor Certilication form

provided by the Stale.

If this conlract extends over multiple fiscal years including the initial term and all renewals, Vendor and its subconiractors shall
confirm compliance with this section in the manner and formal determined by the State by the date specified by the State and in
no event later than July 1 of each year that this conlract remains in effect.
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If the Parties determine that any cerlification in lhis section s not applicable to this coniracl it may be stricken without alfecling
the remaining subsections.
